Dr. F. Wesley Walls, professor of 
political science, has been awarded a 
Fulbright-Hayes traveling grant to at­

Tentative plans call 
for Dr. Walls to re­
main in India to help 
establish the S.P.C. 
overseas study pro­
gram at Union Semi­
nary, Yoetmal, India. 

Dn. WALLS Ten men students are 
expected to participate in the first year 
of study. 

Dr. Walls will attend a five-day brief­
ing in vVashington, D.C., in June before 
going to India. He will visit Europe on 
his way to India and return via The 
Philippines, Formosa, and Japan. 

Walls did research on the United Na­
tions and specialized agencies in New 
York and Mexico under a Danforth 
teacher's study grant in 1957-58.
